Each image must indicate 

the artist s name, medium, size of work, & year produced. IMAGES WILL 
BE RETURNED TO ARTISTS WHO INCLUDE A SELF-
ADDRESSED STAMPED  ENVELOPE able to contain sent images.  
No returns if a S.A.S.E. is not included. Include a stamped postcard 
with the application for immediate notification of acceptance.

Space fee for the three day show is $125.00 per 12' space (refundable if 
not accepted in show). The work of ONLY ONE ARTIST may be exhibited in 
a single space.  You may request up to three spaces.  Racks and 10' x 10' canopies 
are permitted, but must be provided by the artist.  No refunds will be made for 
cancellations.  The committee reserves the right to request the removal of work 
deemed inappropriate.  Artists are responsible for their own work.  The City of 
Ocean City and the Ocean City Arts Center regret they cannot be responsible for 
loss or damage to work.  The Arts Center does not take a sales commission.

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The public display of art is as old as mankind itself.  The Spanish 
caves at Atlamira, the agora of ancient Greece, and the Renais-
sance guilds all included art as an essential part of human com-
munication. The Boardwalk Art Show  stands squarely in this 
tradition.    

For most of the year, and especially during the summer, people 
come from all over to enjoy the therapeutic effects that the beach 
and boardwalk provide.  But for three day in August each year, 
the Boardwalk Art Show transforms the walkway into a vast pub-
lic square where people meet, exchange ideas, and see themselves 
portrayed in the images that dozens of artists display in their exhi-
bition booths.  

It is on the boardwalk that the relationship between the artist and 
the public is at its purest.  Without the cachet that a  gallery show 
would provide, without the interpretation that a gallery owner, a 
teacher, or a  guide would impart, and without the constraints that 
the exigencies of family life and business schedules would im-
pose, the artist and the viewer meet on a one-to-one basis that is 
seldom paralleled indoors.  

Thus the Boardwalk Art Show not only serves the artist by pro-
viding a venue for the display and sale of artwork, but also pro-
motes the kind of exchange of ideas between the artist and the 
public that is the very basis of art itself.  It is  small wonder that 
the first Boardwalk Art Show in 1962 served as the genesis of the 
Ocean City Arts Center, which today proudly continues to spon-
sor the Show as a much beloved and much anticipated tradition 
along the Eastern seaboard.
